Yochannan/John 17:5-8 Now
Father, glorify Me with Yourself with
the glory which | had with You before
the world was. | have revealed Your
Name (YHWH) to my brothers whom
You gave to Me out of the world.

Now they have known that all things,
whatever You have given Me, are
from You. For | have given to them
the Words which You gave Me, and
they have received them and have
known surely that | came out from
You. And they have believed that
You sent Me.




THE TRUTH WILL SET YOU FREE

The Messiyah forcefully condemned the religious leaders of his day for
concealing the "key" that unlocked the door to scriptural knowledge:

Woe to you, the experts in the Torah (Scriptures), for you took away the
key of knowledge; yourselves did not enter, and those who were entering
you hindered. (Luke 11:52)

This "key," as our investigation shall demonstrate, was the knowledge
and use of the creator's personal name-the sacred name Yahweh.
Despite the heavy emphasis placed by the Scriptures upon both the
knowledge and use of the sacred name, popular Christian dogma
Ignores it, Jewish Talmudic traditions forbid its use and ordered its
concealment, and the Moslem faith denies its importance. Yet all claim
the works of Moshe and the prophets, who were the tenacious advocates
of the sacred name, as a foundation upon which their religions are built.



YAHSHUA BEARS HIS FATHERS NAME

The Messiah's own name means "YAHWEH is Salvation," and he thus
carries the true Name of the Creator God in his own name. The following
Scriptures show, without a doubt, that Yahshua and the writers of the
New Testament used the Divine Name:

MATITYAHU 6:9: You, therefore, pray like this: "Our Father in heaven!
May YOUR NAME be kept holy."

YOHANNAN 5:43: | have come in my FATHER'S NAME, and you don't
accept me; if someone else comes in his own name, him you will accept.

YOHANNAN 12:28: "Father, glorify YOUR NAME!" At this a bat-kol
[heavenly voice] came out of heaven, "I have glorified it before, and | will
glorify it again!

YOHANNAN 17:6: "I made YOUR NAME known to the people you gave
me out of the world. They were yours, you gave them to me, and they
have kept your word."




YOCHANNAN 17:26: "I have made YOUR NAME known to them, and |
will continue to make it known..."

HEBREWS 2:11-12: For both Yahshua, who sets people apart for YHWH
and the ones being set apart have a common origin -- this is why he is
not ashamed to call them brothers when he says, "l will proclaim YOUR
NAME to my brothers; in the midst of the congregation | will sing your
praise.f

REVELATION 3:12: | will make him who wins the victory a pillar in the
Temple of my YAHUWAH, and he will never leave it. Also I will write on
him THE NAME OF MY YHWH and the name of my YAHUWAH's city,
the new Yerushalayim coming down out of heaven from my YAH, and my
own NEW NAME.

REVELATION 22:4: They will see his face, and HIS NAME will be on
their foreheads.

In view of all this, when the Messiah quoted the Hebrew Scriptures -- or
read from them -- he most certainly used the Divine Name, YAHWEH.
Therefore, logically, Yahshua's disciples, including the inspired writers of
the New Testament, would follow his example in this.
